Roman C.atholicism. cl;ii� that the Church
is built on Peter- because Jesus said (Matthew
16/18). "'Thou art Pete'r -and on this Roe�

· { will build my Church."
The Greek word for Peter is Petrcis meaning
a ·little .stone; the Greek word for_ Rock is
Petra.

· Of co��se Christ did not mean. he would b�i;d 
His Church on a sinful man .:_ even· ·one who
had- been ·.saved. 'He meant- He wo�Id build
His Church on -Peter ·s statement · ·of faith
given in Matthew 16/16 -·"'THOU AR'T
'THE CHRIST 'THE SON OF 'THE LIVING
GOD".
Peter· himself. certainly knew he. was a sin·.
ner. when· he said "Depart from me ·for I
am a sinful man O Lord." (Luke 5/8). 
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When Peter am! John went out in nheJiencc
to Jesus' comman<l t.o take the gooJ news 
of the gospel to all the worl<l, they went 
out in the power of the Holy Spirit an<l 
preached Christ crucified- for the sins of the 
world. In Acts 4/11·12 Peter saiJ -

"'This is the stone which was set at 
nought of you builders. which is become 
the head of the corner'.. Neither is there 
salvation in any other for there is NONE 
OTHER NAME UNDER HEAVEN 
GIVEN. AMONG MEN WHEREBY 
WE MUS'T BE SAVED."

Peter also wrote in 1 Peter 2/5 "Ye also, ..
as lively stones are built up a· spiritual house,·
an holy priesthood, to offer up spiritual sac• 
rifices acceptable to God by Jesus Christ."

The authority Jesus gave Peter in Matthew 
16:19 is the same authority he gave all be·

· lievers in Matthew 18: 18-19. Every believer 
(disciple) has Jesus' authority to say "Your 
sins are forgiven you in the ·name of Jesus 
Christ ·if you receive Him as your Saviour", 
and likewise "you_r sins are retained (not ·
forgiven) if you do not receive Jesus Christ
as Saviour." 

ONLY GOD CAN FORGIVE SINS
AND ONLY GOD CAN GIVE
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ETERNAL LIFE-BOTH ARE FREE­
LY OFFERED IN THE PERSON OF 
HIS SON JESUS CHRIST. 

St. Paul says in I Corinthians 3: 11 "For other 
foundation no one can lay but that which
has been laid,. which is CHRIST JESUS.''

THE BIBLE says "For there is one. Qo .. d

The sacrifice which Paul exhorts Christians 
to make is described in his Epistle to the 
Romans, Cha ptcr 1 2 v. 1 /2 : "I beseech you 

therefore brethren by the mercies of God that 

y,· presmt your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, 
Mr,·pt,,bk unto God 1d1ich is your reasonable 

un·,,e. ,md b,· not co11formed to this world 

bi,t be ye tra11.sfonncd by the renewing of 
your mind that -:.·c may prove what is that 
g,,od a11d a.:ccptublt a11d perfect will of God." 

Jesus said:-
"If a11y 111.111 l<'ill corne after me let him 
deny himsd.f and ta�e up his cross daily 

and follou· me." (Luke 9:2,). 

THE BIBLE & TRADITION 

Roman Catholicism claims to bcli�ve that the 
Bir-le i; the \Vord of Goo. and yet places 
its own tradition ahead of the Bibk Jesus

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St. Peter certainly took the Bible as his in· 
fallible guide, knowing that JESUS WAS 
THE WORD OF GOD MADE FLESH 
(John 1: 14). 

He said (1 Peter 1/23) "Being born a·gain

not of corruptible seed but of incorruptible 
by the WORD OF GOD which liveth and 
abideth for ever." and in verse 25: "But the

WORD OF 'THE LORD endureth for ever

anl this is the WORD which by the Gospel
is preached unto you."

' Jesus said (John 6:63) "It is the Spirit that

quicl{eneth, the flesh profiteth nothing; the 
words that I speal{ unto you they are SPIRI'T

and they are LIFE."

WHO ·BUT THE DEVIL WOULD PLACE 
TRADITION BEFORE THE WORD OF 
GOD? 

THE BIBLE is to the true Christian GOD'S 
INFALLIBLE WORD and as such is his 
spiritual food, his infallible guide. his corn· 
fort and his joy. 

Roman Catholicism teaches that only its 
church can interpret the Bible and the lay 
Roman Catholics are therefore bluffed out 
of reading it for themselves.
