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This Catalogue of The Croft Coliection of Books of Common Prayer
has been prepared to show what makes up the Collection put
together by The Rev’'d. Canon Warren Croft over a period exceeding
45 years.

How the Collection started is not known. Suddenly enough old
Books of Common Prayer had been brought together, that an idea
started forming. It finally became a mission - to have at least one
Prayer Book from the time of each British Sovereign, from the first
Prayer Book of Edward Vi to the present day.

Most books have come from England, some from The USA, ireland,
and Australia. Strangely, the rarer and more expensive books only
became available for purchase in later years at the only time | was in
a position to borrow money to buy them,

The books have been bought to fill a chronological gap rather than
to provide a book with perfect binding, and sometimes simply to
provide an unusual book in the Collection.

Some non-English languages have been included as a matter of
interest and no great effort made to enlarge the foreign language
section. All have been printed in England, except one.
