Ly nrice paddies and mountains, a truly Lovely
rlace.

On 2he Sunday, however, we saw a different
face of Indonesia when we wene taken to shane
in  the wonship at the fLocal chunches PALOR
Lo having Lunch with them,

The drive through Jakarta showed us the
clutten of Hluildings and slums whenre reople
exit, The niver was dirty and smelly and was
choked with Llitter - cans, boittles, plastic
bags, etc. -

The Genenal Committee Memben, Rewv Detje Tiwa-
Rotinsulu, was part of a Zeam of women and
a man unden the coondination of the Women’s
Desk of the Communion of Chunrches in Indonesia,
who have prepared 2he ACHC Worship Service
gnd;he Theme: 'lork and Action - [Mandated Ly

od’.

Detje said "Because we anre very much conceaned
about the prollems of our women workens who
recedve veny Low wages in comparison with othen
Asian countrics, they can be victimised. They
are at the mency of thein employens, Othen
problems in  our country fbecause of poventy,
fornce the young women 2o choose prostitution
ton thein final destination. I hope and pray
this Onden and Wonship Service as a voice of
women 4in Indonesia, will ALe meaningful Lonr
the women in Asia.”

7. Pray for the people Living in poverty that
there may fe dimprovement in thein standands
of work and Living.

2. Pray that the Goveanment will fle monre
